Following worship, we 
were invited to an exhibit in Fellowship 
Hall of music, dance, pictures, cloth-
ing, weaving, and other examples of 
their culture. 

The Montagnards provided most of 
the food for our Linger Longer that 

day.  There were many trays of delicious egg rolls, chicken, pork, rice, 
etc.   During the meal, Amloc Rahlan and friends provided cultural mu-
sic with electric guitars and drums, in addition to their voices.  The cul-
tural dance, by Glan Y and other young men in native costume, was amazing!   Many were also fas-
cinated by Ton H’s weaving skill. 

On display in the fellowship hall were posters used when some of our group demonstrated in Wash-
ington, DC, 5 or 6 years ago, many pictures, and the Montagnard Refugee Organization flag, which
